“When I worship, I would rather my heart be without words than my words be without heart.” -Lamar Boschman.

It was exciting to hear that this year’s ICA retreat theme is based on ‘Worship’.  Even though it may seem far removed from
last year’s much - needed topic of ‘Rebuilding Unity’, Pastor Felix Chivandre spoke about this topic of ‘Worship’ knowing
that it was an integral part of our rebuilding.  He mentioned the different forms of worship that we had to be aware of,
especially as seasoned Christians. Pastor Felix admitted that it was our role as a church to teach and learn how we could
excel in and include these forms of praise and worship into our church fellowship and into our private lives as well. He
expressed that we should really learn how to truly ‘worship’ in our journey towards strengthening both our church and our
personal walks with Christ.
As found both in the Old and New Testaments of the Bible, there are seven important forms of praise and worship that we
can demonstrate both in our quiet time and in fellowship within the walls of our churches. What kind of worshipper are you?
And are you willing to expand the ways you give Him the praise He so justly deserves?
YADAH is a Hebrew verb meaning “to worship with an extended hand.” It means to willfully throw your hands up to praise
with power, whereas the opposite of the verb means to ‘lament by wringing of the hands’. To lift your hands unto the Lord,
carries the meaning of absolute surrender as a young child does to a parent, as if to say “Pick me up, I am all yours”. When
you ‘Yadah’ to music you are worshiping the image of the creator/source of the music.  (Bible References: Leviticus 8:27,
23:20; Psalm 63:4, 141:2; I Timothy 2:8)

TOWDAH also means to extend your arms in worship, but
in adoration for what has been done or what will be done,
in faith and thanksgiving. In effect, it is praising and thanking
God in advance for what His Word says that He will do.
This is an act that fights against the carnal mind because
it is a form of sacrifice and agreement of a covenant with
God. (Bible References: Numbers 23:19; Jeremiah 17:26,
33:11; Psalm 42:4, 50:23, 100:4)
HALAL means “Hallelujah, Praise the Lord!” denoting
enthusiasm and liberty during times of praise and worship
coupled with dancing, jumping and hand clapping, etc. Just
as King David was exuberant and ‘undignified’ (2 Samuel
6:22) in worship, this term represents a similar form of
praise and worship. (Bible References: Nehemiah 12:24;
Psalm 34:3, 98:8; 1 Chronicles 23:5,30)
SHABACH means to shout in triumph in a loud, unashamed
tone or to cry in desperation. It involves putting your whole
being into this form of worship to God. (Bible References:
Zephaniah 3:14; Psalm 3:4, 5:11, 47:1,5, 98:4, 117:1, 63:3-
4)
BARAK means to actually bow or kneel before God
expecting a blessing, out of reverence and adoration, and
not out of desperation. (Bible References: Exodus 34:8; 2
Chronicles 7:3; Nehemiah 8:6; Psalm 72:12-15, 95:6, 103;
Ephesians 3:14)
ZAMAR is a form of praise and singing with the use of
instruments, in effect to make music accompanied by the
voice, the strings and other instruments of worship. (Bible
References:  1 Chronicles 15:16, 23:5; Psalm 33:2-3,
147:7, 150:1-6)
TEHILLAH means to sing praises voluntarily, but then to
allow your worship to flow with the Holy Spirit. It involves
singing unrehearsed, unpremeditated songs, including in
tongues. When you are singing a melody in your heart by
adding words to it, you are participating in this special
kind of worship, as you are singing straight to God. (Bible
References: Psalms 40:3. 149:6; I Corinthians 14:14-15;
Ephesians 5:18-19)
Consider worshipping in at least one new way, that can
start in your private time and translate to how you worship
in public, for your audience of one- God. We too can worship
like David, who even today, is considered one after God’s
own heart, demonstrated often through his various forms
of worship. Go ahead and worship, not stopping until you
see Him smile back at you.
